During the recent years, rather big experience in cooperation between NGOs, scholars, expert
community, and journalists in the three South Caucasus countries has been gained.

NGOs, scholars, and expert community have been involved in activities aimed to the invitation
of the attention of the public to the negative consequences of the existing unsolved conflicts.
Among such negative consequences, creation of the stereotypical image of enemy should be
underlined. This is demonstrated especially by the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict and the creation
of images: image of enemy-Azeri in the Armenian society and image of the enemy-Armenian in
the Azerbaijani society. “Frozen” conflicts and the “no war, no peace” situation widen the areas
polluted with the stereotyping, endorse the stereotypes born by different interpretations of the
historical facts and the fundamental nature of the conflict. That often leads to outbreaks of
nationalism and intolerance towards the neighboring nations, and also creates serious problems
in the education and humanitarian spheres.

Therefore, establishing stable peace is the main goal of the South Caucasian states. One of the
mechanisms of that will be cooperation between the civil societies of the three countries,
including the NGOs, scholars, etc.

South Caucasus in Armenia, Azerbaijan, and Georgia.

e To study the European experience in teaching history of the neighbor states, and the
experience of reconciliation between the French and the Germans.
